











HOUSEKEEPING

We expect a high standard of behaviour at Stedfast
Park. The camp should be kept clean and tidy at all
times, especially around the kitchen and toilet block area.
Please take care of buildings, furniture, equipment and
surroundings

NOISE RESTRICTIONS
Stedfast Park is located in a pristine natural environment
and shares the Glen Esk Valley with other local residents.

The place where the camp is situated is in a ‘natural

amphitheatre’ where noise can easily carry long distances.

For this reason, every consideration must be given to
refraining from creating noise pollution - particularly
urban-type noise.

Systems must not be used outdoors that amplify voice,
music or instruments (e.g. public address systems, loud
hailers, megaphones, microphone + speaker system etfc).
These systems must only be used indoors-within buildings.
Please ensure that the camp is quiet after 10.00 pm and
before 8:00 am. We want you to have fun, but please
consider our neighbours too.

FIRES

* You need to supply your own firewood for the outside
fire. Do not cut down any wood foliage or trees.

- Outside fires can only be lit in the area provided fo the
rear of the hall.

+ You are not allowed to light any fires outside during the
fire ban season without a permit. This is strictly enforced
in the Waitakere Ranges.

+ Do not place anything on the inside fire e.g. clothes.
They will burn!

WASTE MANAGEMENT

+ A rubbish skip is provided for non-recyclable items.

+ Food scraps may be left in the camp compost bin.

+ There are recycling bins available for plastics, cans and
glass.

- The camp operates on a septic tank system. Care needs
to be exercised when disposing of food.

* Fat is not to be washed down the sinks. If you intend
cooking with fat you may need to bring a container to
place it in after you have used it.

FINAL CLEAN-UP

- Please ensure that the grounds are left clean and tidy

+ Make sure that you check around the streams and bush
area as well, as rubbish is often left there. It does not
look attractive when you see domestic rubbish lying

around in these areas, so please be considerate.

- Use the cleaning checklist on the next page as a guide.
The camp leader will need to sign off that all areas
have been cleaned satisfactorily. This list is to remain
in the kitchen to be picked up later. If cleaning has not
been done, you will be charged extra and it will be
very inconvenient for the next camp. The on site host will
check you have completed all the cleaning requirements
prior fo your departure from camp.

REPORTING OF DAMAGE

Breakages and damages should be reported as soon as
possible to the caretaker. If he/she is unavailable please
detail on the report sheet at the conclusion of the camp.
These may incur an additional charge.

GENERAL

- Do not move mattresses or furniture from the buildings.

- Gambling, animals, the use of firearms and the
consumption of alcohol are not permitted on or about
the camp property.

- Smoking is not allowed inside any of the buildings.
Please smoke in the designated “smokers corner”.
+ Cars must be parked in the area at the front of the
kitchen. They must not be driven around the grounds.

+ Campers are to preserve the good name of the camp at
all times.

Failure to comply with any of these requirements or the
receipt of any adverse reports that may come fo our
notice about the conduct of the camp may result in extra
charges being levied and/or refusal to accept further
bookings from your group in the future.



CLEANING CHECKLIST

Please use this checklist when cleaning up at the end of your camp.

KITCHEN

Wipe down all surfaces with cleaner

Wipe tops and element trays of ovens.

Wipe out microwave if dirty

Empty out fridges and wipe shelves

Empty dishwasher. Clean drainage trays and drain
out water

Sweep out big cooler and mop floor

Put away all cutlery, crockery, pots efc in correct
place

Sweep and mop floor with disinfectant. Also in hall
adjoining toilets and lounge

Remove any food scraps from sinks

If BBO has been used make sure it is cleaned and

put back inside

OUTSIDE KITCHEN AREA

Wipe down all sinks and leave area tidy
Remove any rubbish from bins. Hose bins out.
Pick up any rubbish on ground

GROUNDS

Put away any sports gear still outside.
Return camp balls to the caretaker

| Pick up any rubbish off grass

OKS QUARTERS

Remove rubbish

Vacuum or sweep.

Mop

DINING HALL

Wipe down tables with spray and wipe
Stack all chairs and tables neatly
Remove all rubbish

Sweep and mop floors

Remove all rubbish

Put all sofas, mattresses etc back in the proper place
Remove ashes from fireplace during winter and tidy
up any wood or paper

ALL BATHROOMS

Remove any rubbish off floors and empty out bins
Clean toilet lid, seat and rims with spray and wipe
Clean toilet bowl with toilet cleaner and toilet brush
Clean sinks with spray and wipe

Wipe down mirrors

Wipe down shower walls and remove any rubbish
from racks

Sweep floors

Mop or hose floors and remove any excess water

BINS

Remove all rubbish off floors and empty bins
Stand mattresses up on bed bases
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Sweep or vacuum floors and carpet. Empty vacuum
cleaner
Mop floor

CANCELLATIONS

Should this be necessary, you must notify us at least Q0
days before the proposed hire date. Any cancellation
received within Q0 days will be charged at the cost of
minimum charge, plus deposit.
